ABSTRACT

This dissertation aims to examine the efficiency of eHealth implementation as well as to analyse its individual applications. The work deals with the computerization of the healthcare sector, primarily in the Slovak Republic, but also within the European Union. Subsequently, both positive and negative aspects of computerization implementation are evaluated. The dissertation is divided into three main chapters. The first one presents crucial terms connected with the eHealth implementation in the Slovak Republic as well as the relevant legislative. The second chapter analyses individual real programme applications which are subsequently evaluated in the third chapter. The thesis contributes by offering a current view on a eHealth status in Slovakia as well as in other European Union member countries. It also explains several new forms of healthcare services providing. In addition, it contributes by introducing various scenarios of an ePrescription national system.
